Hip Hop  Routine consisting of mostly hip hop, funk and/ or street style choreography. 
  

Musical Theatre Routine choreographed to a song from a Broadway or movie musical. 
  

Open Routine that does not fit into any other categories listed, or a second routine of the 
same genre.   

  

Contemporary/ 
Lyrical 
Improvisation 

Music up to 1.5 minute, chosen by the adjudicator. Dancer to wear plain leotard  and 
plain t – shirt and & shorts for boys. Improv routine will not be included in Overall 
High Score. 

  

Student 
Choreography 

The routine must be the competitor’s original work and have not received assistance 
from another student, teacher or choreographer.  

  

Show Stopper  
(Championship) 
 

To qualify for the Show Stopper, competitors must have performed in a minimum of 
2 (two) solos.  This can be a repeat dance. The title dance is judged on the overall 
performance, including technique, choreography, musicality, costume and execution 

  

Miss / Mr 
Photogenic 

Competitors must email through a HEAD SHOT no later than 1 March 2021 for 
judging by POINTE SHOOTE LOVE and the adjudicators. Photos do not have to be 
professional, but should be of good quality and clarity. Photos not received by 1st 
March will not be included. No refunds will be provided. To enter, competitors must 
have performed in a minimum of 2 (two) solos. Should there be less than 5 entries, it 
may be cancelled, and your entry fee will be refunded. 

  

Dance For Sick 
Kids (DFSK) 

VIBE DANCE is a proud sponsor of Dance For Sick Kids(DFSK), and 100% of the DFSK 
entry proceeds will go to  DFSK. Dancer does not need to perform. Just nominate 
one act to be your DFSK entry. It will be adjudicated separately. The winning routine 
can be any genre and will be judged on entertainment value.  

  

Runway 
Costume Award 

 An add-on to your solos (excluding improvs). You can add this to as many solos you 
like at the time of registration. The winning costume will be based on design, 
ingenuity, fit and appropriateness.

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Age Division 

 

Age classification will be based on the age as of 1 January 2021. Certificate of birth to be 
provided upon request. 
 
Age Categories : Mite (6/U), Mini (8/U), Junior (10/U), Pre-Teen (12/U), Teen (14/U), Seniors 
(15/O) 
 
Performance Levels 

 

There are 2(two) levels. Pre-Open and Open. The performance level will be based on your overall 
dance experience and the success in solo competitions. You can only compete in ONE level.  
 
If you have been competing in solo competitions for more than 3 years, you will automatically be 
enrolled in Open. 
 

If you have been competing for less than 3 years, and you have won solo competitions in 50% or more 
of the routines entered in this competition, you will be in Open. 
 

If you have been competing for less than 3 years, and you have not won in 50% or more of the routines 
entered in this competition, then you are eligible for Pre-Open. 
 

You cannot compete against yourself in the same category. 
 
Registration  

 

Entries are accepted on a first come basis and are open to amateur dancers only. Full payment is 
the only method to guarantee your registration. VIBE DANCE reserves the right to add additional 
competition days. VIBE DANCE also reserves the right to refuse entries at their discretion. Under 
no circumstances will refunds be issued unless it was a duplication entry or if the event is 
cancelled.

Any cost incurred from damages to Harlequin Dance 
Floor Vinyl as a result of the tap shoes will be covered by the competitor. 
 
There is to be no communication with the adjudicator during the competition. The 
adjudicators’ decision is final. In the event that the adjudicator(s) is unable to perform their 
duty, VIBE DANCE reserves the right to appoint a new adjudicator(s) without notice.
