The
competitors name, section no. and competitor no. must be clearly marked on the page.

3. The Port Macquarie and District Eisteddfod Society accepts no responsibility for infringement
of the copyright act by competitors in its Eisteddfod.

4. Parents and Guardians must not leave children unaccompanied. Children are not the
responsibility of the eisteddfod committee members.

5. Should the need arise for the Speech and Drama Eisteddfod to be cancelled due to factors

outside of our control e.g. COVID-19 restrictions, section entry fees and program costs will be
refunded however administration and processing fees are unable to be refunded.

It is only necessary to fill in the School Year of a candidate or group.

Set text as per syllabus.

A programme of two poems. Each programme is restricted to ten minutes,
which includes time to set and strike. Choirs will be judged on vocal
performance. Dress will be school uniform. No props or costumes. This rule
will be strictly adhered to. Marks will be deducted for any breaches.
Candidates will dramatise the portrayal of a character taken from a book,
play or poem. Limited Props please.

This will be a scripted dramatic performance by two/three children. Costume
allowed but props to be limited.

Groups of three to six candidates will perform a non-scripted dramatisation
of a topic given by the adjudicator. The adjudicator will decide preparation
time.

Can come from either a published script or playbuilding. Maximum number
of students per group as per section description (small group = 4-15, Large
group = 16-30).

Poetry where humour is the “dominant motive” and /or where the intention
is to mock, ridicule or scorn.

Selections are set by the Adjudicator

The candidates will recite a selection of prose, of their own choice, from
memory. No props or costumes.

This will be a solo prepared performance with no accompanying effects
props or costume other than black tight fitting clothing. Performance should
not exceed three minutes. Requires black clothing.

Must come from a Musical. Open groups of all sizes and ages.
Demonstrating acting combined with music, dialogue and/or singing and
movement. Please communicate any music requirements with the
committee prior to the performance.

Poetry, Prose or Dramatic Monologue: The aim of this section is to
encourage creative writing- adults are requested not to assist. The candidate
reads or performs original material of their own composing. (A copy must be
submitted).

This section is for competitors who are NDIS eligible or who attend a
specialised school, drama school or unit/class within school.

A speech prepared by the candidate in which palm cards or notes may be
used. Subject is own choice.

Set texts as per syllabus.

Candidates must be in Year 7 or higher and will dramatise the portrayal of a
character taken from a Shakespearean play. Costumes and Props are
optional.

See ‘Schedule of Events, Fees and Times’ for time limits for each category.
This will be a single piece of verse recited by two or more candidates
(Maximum six voices). Rules as for solo verse. Costumes optional.

Any verse in any style not otherwise included in syllabus, including Lyric and
Narrative poems.

This Eisteddfod will use school years where possible and/or appropriate.
Kindergarten will be known, as Year K and post school will be called open.
Where it is necessary to group contestants we will follow the NSW
Department of School Education classification of Years into Stages. See the
Schedule of Events, Fees and Times for details. The school year of the
senior member of a group will determine the entry category for that group.



TO ALL AGE GROUPS

Offensive or derogatory language will not be tolerated. This rule is necessary because of the
varying ages in the audience. If you are unsure, please work to a'G' rating or check your script
with the Director or Secretary. The adjudicator may disqualify any performer using unsuitable
or sensitive material on stage. Please check well beforehand to avoid embarrassment if asked
to leave the stage during your performance.

GENERAL RULES

1. Competitors are expected to know the Speech and Drama rules of the Port Macquarie and
District Eisteddfod Society. Lack of knowledge will not be accepted as an excuse for
infringement. Breaches of rules may result in disqualification of the competitor(s)

2. Entries must be on the current Entry Form and must be lodged with The Entry Secretary by the
closing date. No entries will be accepted without PAYMENT. Online entries only. No cash to be
sent through the post

3. It is the responsibility of individual entrants or their teachers to collect all reports after each
session. No submitted material will be returned to performers or teachers (except own
compositions). Due to copyright regulations all submitted copies will be destroyed. Non-
recovered reports will be held for one week following the Eisteddfod then destroyed.

4, Teachers, parents or competitors must not approach the adjudicator during sessions. Contact
may only be made through the committee members of the Speech and Drama section of the
Port Macquarie District Eisteddfod. Breaches of this rule will result in disqualification and
exclusion from the competition.

5. Protests may be lodged with the Secretary in writing immediately after the session and must
be accompanied by a deposit of $50. This will be forfeited if the protest is not upheld. The
Director or Secretary (in the event of the Director being unavailable) of the Speech and Drama
section of the Eisteddfod shall be the last level of appeal. The ruling given by the Director will

be final.

6. Where there are under 3 entries in any section, The Committee may decide to cancel the
section and refund the entry fees.

7. Where only 3 entries are received in any section, only a first place may be awarded, at the
adjudicator's discretion.

8. Where 4-5 entries are received in any section, only a first, second and highly commended may
be awarded, at the adjudicator’s discretion.

9. The Committee reserves the right to divide sections where there are a large number of entries

and combine sections where necessary.

10. The Committee reserves the right to require a proof of school year from any competitor. Unless
this is furnished, prizes may be withheld and may be awarded to the next best performer.

11. The Eisteddfod is an amateur competition (Oxford dictionary definition of amateur)
"Professionals" will not be admitted as competitors.

12. Breaches of the Copyright Act by competitors will not be the responsibility of the Port
Macquarie District Eisteddfod Society Inc. All competitors must name the author and the title
of the work being performed. The competitor may give this information at the time of
performance.

13. The NOVICE section in each age group is only open to a competitor who has never won a
place i.e. 1st, 2nd or 3rd place in any section of a Speech and Drama Eisteddfod.

14. In the interests of child protection and copyright NO VIDEO RECORDING WILL BE
ALLOWED DURING PERFORMANCES. Offenders will be asked to leave the auditorium.

Competitors must be punctual for the Eisteddfod sessions and report to the Secretary at least ten
minutes prior to the session commencing. Entrants who are unable to compete are requested to
advise the Session Secretary or the Organising Secretary as soon as possible. Please note that no
refunds of entry fees are possible.

Entrants must be prompt in answering calls for section competitors. Failure to report to the section
announcer will be regarded as withdrawal from that event. The entry fee for that section will not be
refunded.

Unless otherwise stated, all material presented will be from memory.

Teachers and students are advised that time limits will be strictly adhered to. Marks may be
deducted from the scores of offending candidates in proportion to the time overrun.

No offensive or blasphemous language to be used in any presentation. Text may be edited to
delete any such language. If in doubt, please contact the session secretary prior to commencement
of Eisteddfod.

Championships will not be awarded if there are less than three competitors or if the standard of
presentations is very low. The Adjudicator will make this decision.

Scholarships are intended for the extension of studies. Scholarships and all major awards are
awarded at the discretion of the Adjudicator.

No competitor shall be allowed to present the same item in more than one section or compete
more than once in the same section of the Eisteddfod.

No competitor shall re-present material with which he/she has been placed 1st at the previous Port
Macquarie Eisteddfod.

No practice is allowed on stage once the Eisteddfod commences.

No competitors competing in events involving more than one performer e.g. DUO/TRIOs or Group
Sections are allowed backstage until summoned by the stage manager.

All Choral groups (except small school choral groups) will have a minimum of 20 competitors.
Small schools will have a minimum of 10 competitors. A small school is defined as a school with
less than a total of 51 pupils and can include an organised group such as an organised Home
School group or private studio of less than 51 pupils. Choral sections are only open to stage 1, 2
and 3 students. In the case of organised groups and private studios, the group should enter in the
year section of the student in the highest academic year for that particular group.

No competitor or person associated with a competitor shall interfere in any way with the
performance of another competitor. This includes all forms of heckling, gesture, intimidation or
laughter. Competitors found to be in breach of this rule will be disqualified from the remainder of
the eisteddfod. No refund of any fee.

No competitor shall receive prompting or assistance (including all forms of cueing e.g. gesture,
applause or staged laughter) other than from the Adjudicator during a performance. Entrants
needing prompting will be eligible for ‘comments only’ - not for any placing.

The cost of engraving on any trophy shall be borne by the winner.

The Adjudicator will decide on the standards of dress, language and material presented and
reserves the right to terminate a performance. No refund of fee will be considered if this occurs.
Where none of the above rules apply the Director (or Secretary in cases of absence of the Director)
reserves the right to decide disputes on the spot. These will not set precedents. All cases will be
decided on their own merits. The decision is final and no correspondence shall be entered into.
Concerns and constructive criticism that will improve future Eisteddfods are welcome. These
should be in the form of a letter.

Contact or communication with any non-competitor after the section has begun may render the
competitor liable for disqualification.
