Solo section definitions

First year learning-The competitor must have only recently begun the
genre within the 12 month period preceding the commencement of the
competition year for that discipline.

Specially Restricted- For competitors who have never won that style of
dance in any competitions.

Restricted- For competitors who have not won restricted in that style, but
have won in the specially restricted for that style (Babies sections are not
included)

Open- For competitors who have won specially restricted and restricted in
that style.
