For the dance styles, each school has the opportunity to enter in
Jazz, Hip Hop,Lyrical/ Contemporary or Entertainment (Musical theatre,
cheerleading, acrobatics, tap etc) sections. Within each section, 3 places will
be awarded — 1st, 2nd and 3rd. Each Student will receive a participation
ribbon for all their hard work!
Not only do we have awesome and encouraging adjudicators, we also have
dance off’s, dance games and lots of prizes to give away on the day. We
cannot wait to provide your school with a super fun day in a positive and
encouraging dance environment

Act all dancers must dress/undress is designated changing area.

CHANGING

ENTERING THE AUDITORIUM

disturb and distract the performance. Wait until the music has stopped before
entering.
